
RESOLUTION NO. 4513 

A RESOLUTION STATING THE OFFICIAL RESULTS 
OF THE MAY 15, 2018, PRIMARY ELECTION TO NOMINATE PERSONS 

TO CITY COUNCIL POSITION NOS. 1, 2 AND 5 

WHEREAS, on May 15, 2018, the regular Primary Election was held to nominate persons 
to City Council Position Nos. 1, 2, and 5; and 

WHEREAS, the Washington County Director of Elections issued to the City of Beaverton, 
in accordance with state law, a copy of the Abstract of Votes following canvass of the 
votes, officially setting forth the results of the aforestated election, a copy of which is 
attached hereto, marked "Exhibit A" and incorporated herein; and 

WHEREAS, Section 25 of the Beaverton City Charter requires that the results of each 
election shall be entered in the record of the City Council; now therefore 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEAVERTON: 

Section 1. The official results of the May 15, 2018, Primary Election for nominating an 
official for the office of City Council, Position Number 1, are as follows:
